At 6 foot 3 in heels, Cecelia Forbes said many men in
the dating scenewere intimidated, leading to
challenges and strange situations.

"A lot of guys will stare and gawk at you, but they
won't ask you to dance," said the former Cecelia
Converse, a Chamblee resident. "Or if they do ask to
dance, I've had people ask me to take off my shoes.”

Love reached new heights for Mrs. Forbes when she
met her soon-to-be husband John Forbes at an
Atlanta Sky High Club Valentine's Day party in 1994.
Though it was her husband's first Sky High Club
event, Mrs. Forbes had been a member of the club for
tall people since 1990.

"When | first moved here, | was traveling somuch |
didn't get to meet anyone. | was miserable," she

said. "I went to a couple of functions and immediate ly
everyone was sowelcoming. Other than being tall,
everyone is from a different background. We have the
whole gamut and whether the club is in existence or
not, I'll always be friends with them."

The Atlanta chapter of the Sky High Club is among 70
clubsin the United States and Canada, welcoming
women at least 5-foot-10 and men 6-foot-2 and taller.

In addition to monthly business meetings, members
participate in weekly happy hours, house parties,
group dining, volunteer work and national
conventions.

"It's afun club with an open fun group of people, and
we have some great parties together,” said Mrs.
Forbes. "What's great is even though I've never met
anyone from the San Diego club, | called them when |
was out there and asked them if there were any
parties going on. And they invited me and | had a fun
time with a bunch of strangers, but they don't treat
you like strangers."

Mrs. Forbes also was on the national board from 1992
to 1994, working with the international affiliate, Tall

Clubs International . She was able to travel to several
cities and as an international correspondent. Mrs.

Forbes traveled to other countries including a
convention in Amsterdam in 1995.

"The standard there starts at 6 feet for a woman, sol
was the shortest person there," she said. "People | met
there have stopped by on weekends when they're here
in Atlanta and when | have a chance to get back to
Europe with three children, I'l have people to meet
with while I'm there."

It might be a while before a European vacation. The
couple's oldest son Joshua is only 6. Their other two
children are 4-year-old Teresa and 22-month -old
Christian, who at birth weighed 11 pounds and was
23 inches tall.

"He's definitely a future member of the Sky High Club
for sure,” said Forbes. "If it wasn't for the club, I
would have never met my wife. But | never did join,
since | met her at the first event | went to."

The club has an average of five events a month and
the couple said they have maintained close
friendships with members they have met.

Club membership is $30 for singles and $40 for
couples per year. Every first and third Friday of the
month, club meetings are held at the 57th Fighter
Group Restaurant off Clairmont Road in Chamblee.

There also will be a March 5 Friday night happy hour
event at 7:30 p.m.
