Membership Report: Melanie Carawan reported the following
statistics from this last year. We have a total of 60 prospects.
For the prospects that joined us this calendar year, here is the
breakdown of how they found out about our club: 25 were leads
from the TCI Website, 6 returned as former members, 1
referred from another member, 4 were from a newspaper article
published earlier in the year, 7 were from phone messages on
the Atlanta Sky-Hi phone, 2 we met at the 57%, and 2 were
referred from their friends who are not in the club. 8 of these
60 have joined and become members. 50% of these are former
members who have come back.

Editor's Report: Tim Nolan reported that he wil | do one more
newsletter and that will complete his term. Just still keep
those articles coming in!!

Webmaster's Report: April Raab reported that there is a new
picture on the website soif you havent seen it you might want
to check it out.

Old Busine ss: Carla Kelley requested that we talk about the
2005 Convention situation before reporting on the status of our
re-Convention Planning.

New Business: Linda Wendt reported that TCI President
Oliver Gruter has put an e-mail out to all clubs to discuss the
current TCI Convention situation.  Phil Worsham, as we know
is the Chairperson for next year's convention in Charleston.
The TCl Board has requested a number of items to be reviewed
by the Executive Board. These items are the following:

1). Package price per attendee not to exceed $900.

2). Package price to have a separate amount for the hotel costs
and for the Convention activities.

3). A Convention Committee be completed and stated.

4). The Convention Treasurer, someone other than the
Convention Chairman, open a TCl Convention 2005 account,
with verification of two person signers and deposit of al monies
that have been submitted.

5). Selected hotel contracts be reviewed and approved. (Due to
the hotel contract for Convention 2004, the convention still
owes the hotel $83,000 for unused rooms as they stated in the
contract they would use more rooms than they actually booked.)
The Executive Board has asked the TClI member clubs to advise
the Board on what to do next 1). Pursue having the Convention
Committee answer the unanswered items and if they don't
respond pursue other Convention avenues, or 2). Allow the
2005 Convention committee to proceed at its own discretion and
whatever happens happens?

After much discussion, it was decided that our club will
recommend that the TCl Board needs to do what it needs to do.
With such a financial risk at stake, it seems that we need to try
to protect our finances. In addition, there is some concern that
a Convention committee has not been selected and that so far
this may be the effort of only a couple TCI members.

It was also discussed that our pre-convention planning will go
on hold until this issue around convention is resolved. We have
only made one deposit to reserve a venue for lunch which can be
cancelled anytime up to 7 days before the event, so we should
be OK.
